WHEREAS, to serve- a broader population through county recreation programs, a wheelchair tennis program was createq 
largely through the commitment of Beth Amoult-Ritthaler - the No. #1 ranked wheelchair tennis player in the nation - that 
will provide instruction in this life-long sport for the physically challenged; and  
 
WHEREAS, the Department of Parks and Recreation is aware that the success of this effort depends largely on long-term 
partnerships with community agencies such as the Mayor's Advisory Committee on Disabilities, Department of Education, 
Challenge Maui, the UST A including Wailea and Kapalua Tennis Centers and the Wailuku Juniors Tennis Program; and  
 
WHEREAS, the commitment of Beth Amoult-Ritthaler to promote the county's first wheelchair tennis program - where 
wheelchair tennis players participate in activities with other wheelchair users as well as able bodied players, eliminating 
barriers to leisure, developing positive attitudes and creating interest in recreation programs for all Maui residents - begins 
with a wheelchair tennis exhibition on July 2, 2005, at 3 p.m. at the Wells Park tennis facility.
